Lesson 6: Students will be assigned to small groups, choose a topic and brainstorm

ideas for their group presentation. At the end of the lesson, students will have

decided the topnic and kev points for their groun presentations.

Lesson 7: The critical thinking session will reauire narticinants to activelv engage

ith a problem and consider solutions. The impossible is sometimes possible.

Lesson 8: In this session, students will deepen their understanding of SDGs

through participating SDG-related activities and games.

Lesson 9: In this activity, students will learn how to apply mindfulness to learning.

They will also learn to improve concentration and reduce stress through being

mindful throughout the day.

Lesson 10: This session will be a workshop in which all instructors and student

groups organize their ideas and prepare for their group presentations.

Lesson 11: During this workshop, instructors will help students practice

presentation delivery skills, including using voice, hand gestures, and making eye

contact with the audience. Students will practice presentations skills and rehearse

their presentations in small groups. Instructors will give feedback to help groups

improve their delivery.

Lesson 12: During the final session, each group will give their final presentation

about one SDG. The best group will be awarded prizes.
